Speech #2: Informative or Entertainment Speech – “Cultural Guide” 
4-5 Minutes
In Chapter Three of our book, Guidelines, author LaRay Barna writes that “typically, the method used to improve changes for successful communication is to gather information about the customs of the other country…”(68). 

In your second speech, you will be serving as a “cultural guide” for your colleagues.  As cultural guide, you will be introducing us to some aspect of your culture that you think would be important for us to know about your country of origin or culture.  As you think about your second speech, consider speaking about a specific custom, your culture’s educational system, a particular holiday, a religious practice, family rituals, foods, specific recreational practices, etc.

Since your second speech will be longer than your first one (4-5 minutes), you will need to clearly develop your three points, consider using PowerPoint to help you convey your points, or bring in artifacts from your culture to “make visible” this aspect of your culture.

Your speech needs to be thoughtful, well organized, and thoroughly developed.  You will be required to turn in a completed outline, a DVD showing a practice videotaping of your speech, and a plan for how you will use technology and artifacts to support your presentation.

Your second speech will be peer and instructor graded and is worth.150 points.

Speech to Entertain: Just like a Speech to Inform, a Speech to Entertain is an original speech, the primary purpose of which is to entertain. This speech is not merely a series of jokes, "stand up" routine, or impersonations, but must follow the same development outline as an Information Speech with an opener, central idea, clear, fully developed points in the body, and a conclusion. 

Speech to Inform: A Speech to Inform is how it sounds – you are informing your audience about something you have a great deal of expertise or knowledge about. Your speech follows a standard form which includes an opening, a clear central idea (“What’s your main point?”), at least three major points fully developed with examples and/or stories, and a conclusion.
