In your final assignment integrating your reading, writing and speaking skills, you will have a chance to really think about, investigate more deeply, and speak about what you mean by the word “success.”  We will focus in this assignment on the next step in your educational success that may be the “pathway” for your success in your career or choice of vocation.

To prepare for this final assignment, read chapters 6 and 7 in Guidelines, pages 184-231.

Make sure you understand the concepts presented in these two chapters such as:

· Selecting a field research topic that supports your definition of success

· Gathering background information

· Observing and Interviewing—Writing a report of your interview

· Focusing Ideas

· Structuring Your Essay to integrate your goals for success, the research, an interview, and what you have learned from each part of this assignment.

· Researching Your Topic Using the Library and Evaluating Your Sources

· Writing Your Research Proposal

· Writing a Progress Report

· Presenting an Oral Report (Speech #3)

Your final assignment has three components to it:

1) Research on your topic (including an interview and library research)
Your Research Proposal is due:  March 9th
 Your Progress Report is due:  March 15th


2) Integrative Essay (introducing your goal of success, combining your research and your interview, and discussing what you learned)
Your Interview Report is due:  March 10th to share with other students in the class
Your final essay is due:  March 22nd—the final day of our class when we will share together some of the ideas for success that you write about in your paper.

      3). Speech #3: Vision Speech
           Your practice videotape of speech #3 is due:  March 12th
           Your speech outline is due: March 11th
           Your final speech will be given in class: March 16th & 17th

To begin, think back on your earlier “free write” about what you wrote in response to the prompt, “What does success mean to you?”  

Ask yourself the following questions to help you get started:


· Has your understanding of success changed since the beginning of the quarter?  If so, in what way? If not, see if you can clarify what you wrote about in terms of defining success for you. (Selecting your research topic about success)


· As you imagine yourself in the future (the end of the school year, or five years from now, or even further in the future), what do you see yourself doing or what have you accomplished that defines success for you? What goals did you meet or what steps did you take to achieve success?  (Gathering background information, researching your topic using library and other resources, deciding on who to interview, and writing your research proposal)
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Research Proposal – DUE: March 9, 2010
Name:

1. Identify your research topic on what you mean by success.  







2. Explain the purpose of the research project.  Answer such questions as: “What do I already know about this issue?” What do I want to learn?” “What question/s do I want to answer?? “What problem do I want to solve?”








3. If you have conducted a preliminary search for published sources that are relevant to your topic of success, describe the material you have found.
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Interview Report—DUE on March 16th 

1. Who did you interview?  What kinds of questions did you ask?  What did they say that helped you define what success in your education might be in your future?

2. What kinds of deadlines, obstacles, problems, or issues might you face as you work towards your goal for success?  Be concrete about how the interview helped you with the details of what you will need to do to achieve your goal.  What will this success look like next year or in another five or ten years?

3. From this interview, what steps do you need to take next?  What more information will you need to continue with your goal?  Who else would you need to talk with?  Be specific about the kinds of information you will need to take the next step towards your success.

Speech #3 Outline: Vision Speech

INTRODUCTION 
(Attention Getter)  This is where you will GRAB your audience's attention. What year is it? What are you doing now that you are successful (as defined by you)?

BODY : Your main points are the steps you took to achieve your goal.

(MAIN POINT 1)  Who did you interview and what did you learn?




 (Main Point 2) What research did you do and what did you learn?  


(Main Point 3) What important things occurred along the way to help you become 
           achieve your goal?   Who helped you along the way?

CONCLUSION 
(Memorable Closing Statement)  Leave your audience with something to think about.  Tell your audience about your life as a successful person. What are you doing specifically?  Where are you living?  What is your life like now?  Use your imagination to really allow your audience to experience your life as you imagine it to be.
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Progress Report – DUE: March 15, 2010
Name:

1. Discuss what you have done and learned up to this point about your research topic regarding success.  Include a description of your library and Web-based searches.




2. Include key bibliographical information for each source you have found: author, title, publication, date of publication, page numbers, Web-site address.




3. Discuss what you still need to discover or what you plan to do to complete the project.




4. Raise any questions or concerns that you have about the progress of your project.
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Vision Speech (Speech #3)
Your third and final speech is called a “Vision” speech – a vision of yourself as successful (as defined by you).  You are to present a speech that is a vision of the successful person you want to become only you will speak as if you are already that person.  You will tell your audience about your success, how you met your goals and challenges, and can even pretend that you are meeting your audience in the future (you will need to tell us the date).

This is not an impromptu speech. It will take much practice to create a believable scenario of success for your audience.  You will need to be convincible and creative.  Don’t limit yourself but create the highest vision of success you can imagine or desire.  Use your imagination, be specific, be creative, be confident, be your future success, and most of all, have fun with this speech.

You will need to practice your speech (with your speech team) by videotaping your speech in the Media Center and turn in your practice video to be critiqued by your communications instructor.  If you’d like, you can set up an appointment with your instructor for suggestions on how to improve/strengthen your speech.


Time limit: 3-5 minutes
Evaluation: 150 points. We will use the same evaluation tool as in speech #2.
You will need some form of a visual aid for this final speech: it can be a PowerPoint or some other visual prop.
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A Draft should be completed by March 18th.

ESSAY ASSIGNMENT:  Write an essay where you discuss what success will look like for you next year or in five or more years.  Use your interview, library and Web-based research to investigate what you will have to do to meet this next goal of success in your education. Incorporate any vision of the future that you use in your Speech #3. To begin, think about the following questions?   Ask yourself what success will look like for you as you meet your educational goal? What will you be doing with your education?  Where will you be?  What did you learn from the interview that will help you take the steps towards being successful?  What did you learn from your research?  What might be a problem you will encounter and how do you think you will solve that problem?  What might you imagine for yourself that will help you to visualize the path you will take to become successful?

Structure your essay with these topic sections:   

A. What is your definition of success for your education and what questions does your essay ask and answer? 

B. What methods did you use and what was most helpful? We expect you to do ONE interview with someone at this college, another college, or a professional in your major field of study. What kinds of research did you do for your speech and this that helped to answer your questions?  You can incorporate some of your key findings into this essay.
C. What was the result of your research, interview, or questions that should define more clearly the next steps you will need to take to reach your goal? What did you learn about yourself and what you will have to do to be a success?   Explain how you have redefined success for yourself by completing this project?
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
